Contact organizations in your local community with whom you would want to coordinate for the Walk.  This can be started immediately and continued throughout the summer.  Do not wait too long!  The earlier you get the information out, the more successful your event will be.  Explain to them what Walk to School Day is and when it will occur, how the event will take place in your community, how they can be instrumental in your Walk, and if they would be willing to promote the event and walk on that day with the school children.  

Walk To School Day is a great way to promote physical activity at your school and in your community.  Take advantage of that opportunity and invite members of your community who should be part of the celebration.  This may include people who already know about the good things your school is doing to encourage physical activity (parents, school staff, school board members), but it’s also a great time to include other community members and let them learn first hand about your school’s enthusiasm for fitness.

Including community members at your event will also increase the interest of local media.  Media coverage not only helps spread your school’s message, but also spreads the fitness message to other Michiganders who read about your school in the newspaper, see your school on television or hear about your school on the radio.  Here’s a list of people you might want to consider inviting to help lead the activities you plan for Walk To School Day. ADDITIONAL IDEAS:
